3. Compare cultural, literary or linguistic views and determined value
systems.

4. Demonstrate language proficiency minimally at the advanced-low
level.

5. Synthesize literary, cultural and/or linguistic works.

6. Evaluate material and critical theories in light of personal production,

all based on cultural, literary or linguistics foci.
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
