The Global Race, Power, and Resistance concentration offers students
an Ethnic Studies focus on transnationalism, diaspora, and migration
processes highlighting the impacts of colonialism, racial and ethnic
ideologies, and imperialism on a global scale. This concentration
prepares students for positions in federal, state, and local government,
working in public policy, NGOs (Non-Government Organizations) and
international organizations like the United Nations, immigration reform
and policy.
